Arts-Related Career Poster
You will investigate an art-related career and create a poster promoting that profession. You will apply the elements and principles of design to your poster, such as the use of colour, spacing, balance, harmony, proportion, etc. You may use any software program to complete the assignment if you wish; alternately, you may choose to create a poster without the computer and construct it by hand. You poster should be a minimum of 9"x12" in size

Your poster must include the following information: 
· The title of the career

· A description of the career and what kinds of tasks it entails
· Average salary range
· A suggested list of places where someone with this career might work
· Appropriate graphics
· Educational Requirements: Research A Post-secondary Art Program:
When you selected a potential art-related career, you must included its educational requirements. In this assignment, you will research potential post-secondary institutions offering the programs you require to achieve your career goals. While you may wish to gather information on a number of potential post-secondary institutions, you will be required to submit information on only two of them. 

1. The name and address of the school in question

2. The name of the program or department to which you would  apply to

3. The duration/length of the degree or diploma program

4. Admissions requirements – high school courses, portfolios,  interviews,  and other information needed for acceptance into the program

5. Contact information (such as names, office phone numbers) to call or email regarding course information

6. A brief description of the program

7. A list of some of the courses taken in that program

8. Any other key information that you feel you need to keep in your portfolio – potential bursaries and scholarships available, etc.

Keep a copy of your searches for later use. Remember, while you need only submit two completed searches, you may complete as many as you wish. This will help you in December when you begin applying to post-secondary institutions.
Careers in art-related fields are in high demand. According to studies, many students are able to research over twenty schools in four days, email their program choices, and get information mailed to them by over 50% of the schools in a matter of three days! The quicker you are to apply, the better your chances at being accepted in the school of your choice





When preparing a portfolio for post-secondary education, many serious art students may prepare themselves by looking at the criteria from as many as seven different schools. They do this for a number of reasons including: 


The possibility that they may not be accepted by their first choices, and may need reapply 


They have a real passion for the program they selected, and willingly research to learn as much as they possibly can about it 


They want to make a good impression on admissions officers and portfolio review boards who may recognize the extra effort they have made. This may be important if they are competing with equally qualified students for a limited number of spaces in a specialized program.
