Kitchen Object Transformed
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Having explored the potential of line to express or interpret an experience in the previous assignments, you will be given the opportunity to discover that the creation of art is often dependent on learning to observe and record carefully. These technical skills serve to help them realize their creative ideas. The drawing exercises in this activity will help you to develop your observational drawing skills using line, shape, and value. For the end of this unit, the concluding studio project will magnify the dimension of creativity. This final studio project challenges you to use both your technical skills and creative ideas.

For this project you will study common objects from your kitchen and transform them into something new.  To begin, sketch out several ideas in your sketchbook (the more the better!) You will use the drawing techniques we talked about in class to create volume and shading to make your images look 3 dimensional.  Your drawing must show this change over a series of 4 stages and should have a clean 1 inch boarder around the outside of your page.  
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
