Egyptian Definitions
pharaoh — name given to the kings of ancient Egypt

pharaonic period — the time period during which Egypt was ruled by pharaohs (3000 B.C.–A.D. 395)

mummification — the preservation of the physical body after death

Cubit – An old Egyptian unit of measurement. 1 cubit measures 0.524 meters
pyramidion — the top capstone of a pyramid
epitaph - is a short text honoring a deceased person, strictly speaking that inscribed on their grave
Canopic jars - used by the Ancient Egyptians during the mummification process to store and preserve the organs of the dead for the afterlife.
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Mummy Making Process
It wasn’t until the Egyptian period that embalmers used salts to remove moisture from the body. The bodies were opened and all the organs, except for the heart, were removed and preserved in Canopic Jars.  The jars had the heads of four gods, who looked after the organs inside. The brain, thought to be useless, was smashed and pulled out through the nose with hooks, then discarded.   They were wrapped with strips of white cloth that protected the body from being damaged.  Over 1 million animal mummies have been found in Egypt, many of which are cats. Egyptian mummies were much sought-after by museums worldwide in the 19th and early 20th centuries and many exhibit mummies today. The mummified remains of what turned out to be Ramesses I ended up in a "Daredevil Museum" near Niagara Falls on the United States–Canada border; records indicate that it had been sold to a Canadian in 1860 and exhibited alongside displays such as a two-headed calf for nearly 140 years, until a museum in Atlanta, Georgia, which had acquired the mummy along with other artifacts, determined it to be royal and returned it to Egypt's Supreme Council of Antiquities. It is currently on display in the Luxor Museum.
Why did the Ancient Egyptians build the pyramids?

Pyramids were built in Ancient Egypt as tombs, or burial places, for Egyptian pharaohs, or kings. The Ancient Egyptians believed in an afterlife, so it was very important to them to protect the bodies of their pharaohs. In order to keep the body of the pharaoh safe, the insides of the pyramids were like mazes with secret doors and dead-end passages. The pharaoh would be near the bottom or even underground. Other rooms contained things like jewelry and furniture that the pharaoh might want in his next life.
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What kinds of tools were used to cut and move the stone blocks?
In Ancient Egypt, there were no power tools to build with or trucks to move things with. The Egyptians had to use their hands to make big blocks out of different kinds of sand, clay, and stone.  After they made the blocks with metal hammers and chisels, they pulled them up big ramps onto the pyramid. Water was sprinkled under the sleds to lubricate the ramps, making it easier to move the heavy stone blocks. The largest pyramid ever built was over 450 feet high!! It is called Khufu, but most people just call it the Great Pyramid. It is taller than the Statue of Liberty!! Take a look...
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What types of Pyramids are there?
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The Step Pyramid was built by the pharaoh Snefru. It looks like a stairway to heaven. 
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The Bent Pyramid is a unique example of early pyramid development in Egypt, about 2596 BCE. This was the second pyramid built by the pharaoh Sneferu. The lower part of the pyramid rises from the desert at a 55-degree inclination, but the top section is built at the shallower angle of 43 degrees, lending the pyramid its very obvious "bent" appearance.[1] During construction, the engineers realized that the top half had to be bent inward to prevent the whole structure from collapsing.
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The most famous pyramids are found at Gizeh. They were built by three pharaohs — Cheops (or Khufu *), Chephren (Khafre*) and Mycerinus (Menkaure*) — during the second half of the third millennium B.C. This site is one of the seven classic wonders of the ancient world, the only one that has survived the passage of time. The other six are the Mausoleum at Halicarnassus (in Bodrum, Turkey), the statue of Zeus at Olympia (Greece), the Colossus of Rhodes, the Temple of Artemis

at Ephesus (Turkey), the Hanging Gardens of Babylon, and the Pharos of Alexandria. 
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
